WOWP premiered on PBS in April of 2003 in New 

York, with a five hour marathon broadcast 

celebrating women. (2 hours live out of New York!) 

Women of Wisdom and Power aired 3 hours prime 

time for Women’s History Month in March 2005 in 

various cities including Washington, New York, L.A., 

S.F., Chicago, etc. Winner of Jury, Gold, & Platinum 

awards for Best TV Program on Women’s Issues. 

 

The Quest specials have been syndicated to over 

90 million households on PBS and aired in 28 of the 

top 30 markets, plus. The Quest has elicited a 

sensational audience response, consistently 

captured top ratings, enjoyed the position of top 

selling video off the air, and has successfully raised 

millions of pledge dollars for PBS’s fund-raising 

efforts.  The Quest has also aired on six Canadian 

networks, Europe, and Israel.
